I first want to update you with regards to the current situation.  

 

Primary 1 – 3 pupils: 

Pupils in these classes will return to school on Monday the 8th March for face to face teaching for two 

weeks. They will then be taught remotely the week beginning Monday the 22nd March. 

 

Primary 4 – 7 pupils: 

Pupils in these classes will continue with remote learning for the coming weeks. As yet the date for their 

return to school has not being decided by the Department. 

 

As you are aware dates could change at any time. I will keep you updated over the coming weeks. 

 

Play Area: 

Work on our new play area is almost complete with only fencing remaining. This is ordered and will 

hopefully arrive in the coming weeks. The pedestrian gate is therefore back in use and I’m sure you’ll 

agree the new area will be of great benefit.
